ENTERPRISE THROUGH GCSE APPLIED MANUFACTURING

Overview to Enterprise Element

The following sequence of documents, resources and students’ worksheets have been written to:

(a) Link with the main teaching topics in the GCSE Applied Manufacturing Course

(b) Provide assessment evidence for students’ portfolios for the course

(c) Achieve enterprise knowledge and understanding outcomes

(d) Enable students to show enterprising attitudes, attributes and qualities

(e) Enable students to gain enterprise skills

(f) Meet the current OFSTED criteria for enterprise
OFSTED criteria for enterprise

Ofsted recommends that schools should establish a clear definition of enterprise that is understood by staff, pupils and other stakeholders.  The complementary descriptions below can inform this process.

understanding.  Young people need opportunities to be enterprising through applying their knowledge, skills and attributes — to 'make their mark'.
How to do it:
· Ofsted identifies two other key elements: an enterprising learning environment in which students are encouraged to take the initiative; and an enterprise process which is akin to project working.
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Where it fits:
· Work-related learning is statutory in key stage 4 and schools are required to have regard to the QCA guidance about it.  The guidance says that enterprise is part of work-related learning. 

The activities linked to Enterprise have been designed to link, not with specific lessons of the course, but with particular unit content. The idea is that they can run parallel with the course, or used to add relevance to the (academic) course, or used to enrich the existing course work. 

Teachers can use part or all of each idea to fit in with their own schemes of work.  The activities can, therefore, be delivered alongside the GCSE Applied Manufacturing Course, and/or during out of hours sessions.

Each activity has a PowerPoint presentation that focuses on the Unit (out of the three total)  ‘Enterprise’ part of the topic.  Reinforcement of knowledge will be through student completion of suitable worksheets and active involvement in the enterprise project. 

Assessment sheets are available for each, both pre- and post- event.

ENTERPRISE PROJECT

No specific product has been suggested since this will depend:- 

a) on the theme/subject matter of the manufacturing course being taken 

b) on local differences and expertise on hand.  

Any particular product can be manufactured, or service provided, the principles of the lessons will remain the same.  However, it is a means whereby ‘enterprise’ can be a realistic part of any subject’s scheme of work – as a contribution to a whole school activity, and can involve the written word, artwork, scientific facts, role play, in short the activities should be cross-curricular.

Also included are Enterprise Assessment Sheets.  These can be used prior to the start of the enterprise and at the end of the project to assess qualities, skills and attitudes learned by students throughout the activity.  Their use is recommended in order to maximise the effectiveness of the experience.
