VOCATIONAL ASSIGNMENT FOR 

PRESENTING INFORMATION – SPREADSHEET
DUNHAM’S DANCE STUDIO
Dunham’s Dance Studio is a dance studio located in Birmingham.  They have been open for a while and have come to you for help as they need your ICT expertise.

DETAILS ABOUT THE DANCE STUDIO
The manager of the studio is named Margaret Dunham.  She has been teaching dancing for many years at a local school and has now set up business on her own.  She rents a dance studio at 117 Oak Lane, Birmingham, B44 5RD which is on the top floor of a gym and health suite.  The phone/fax number is 0121 555 1307.  Her sister has created her a web site www.dunhamsdance.co.uk. 

The types of dancing she and a couple of other teachers teach are:

· Tap

· Ballet

· Disco

· Contemporary

· Modern

The age categories for all types of dancing are 3 to 5, 6 to 10, 11 to 15, 16 to 19 and adults.  The classes are categorised as beginners, intermediate, advanced, superior and just for fun!  In all classes students can take exams to achieve medals and progress through the levels.  

Classes cost £2.50 for all levels except advanced and superior and these are £3.50.  If people pay a term in advance then they get a discount of 5%.  She holds classes every day from 1 pm to 9 pm except Sundays and she only does Saturday mornings 10 am to 1 pm.  Students have to book classes when they join and there is a small joining fee of £5.00 per year.

Margaret is planning a show on the 9th, 10th and 11th December with a matinee performance on the 10th in the local small Town Hall. The Town Hall will seat 165 people downstairs and 85 people upstairs. The best seats in the house are the upstairs seats, therefore you should charge more for them. Cost details of the show are:

· The hire of the hall and the lighting will cost £75.00 per performance.

· The caretaker has to be paid to open and close the facilities, this will cost £69.95 per day.

· The Town Hall and stage have been decorated for the event, the cost of materials and equipment totals £176.87

· A local firm has printed 600 programmes, this has cost £212.50. These programmes are to be sold each night of the performance.

· Refreshments have been bought for the interval to sell to guests. Wholesale they cost £87.76.

· Dunhams Dance Studio is going to sell merchandise each night.  Available to buy are shoe bags, studio badges and videos of the event. Cost price of shoe bags is £1.50, badges £0.21 and videos £3.30. You should mark up the price of these goods to make a profit. 

TASKS

Use the data above to produce a spreadsheet model that allows Margaret Dunham to store, edit and manipulate income and expenditure data for the event.  Using the spreadsheet Margaret hopes to decide what price to charge for the tickets.  She needs to know three prices of tickets, one that will cost the studio money i.e. a loss, second one that will show break even so the studio does not gain or loose, thirdly one which will give the studio some profits.

1. The costs of putting on the performance each night and for the total run of shows – Do the design first and when printing out the sheets later ensure you include a print out of formulae and annotate the printouts. 

2. The price of tickets and the number of tickets you need to sell each night to make different levels of profit/loss/break even. Carry out a number of What If scenarios.

3. How selling refreshments, programmes and merchandise can affect profit and loss. 

4. Draw graphs to show the different levels of profit and loss. Ensure these are correctly labelled. 

5. What do you have to do to ensure that each night you break even? Prepare a break-even analysis.

6. Incorporate an ‘If Statement’.

Teacher Notes

1. These tasks may vary depending on what you want the students to achieve for various syllabi.

2. If an alternative is required then the studio could be an exercise studio with a different event being staged such as a Fitness Show in a hall which would still have to be hired.  Programmes and merchandise could still be used.  Everything could be free once in there and people could try different things such a fitness assessment, diet check, allergies check etc.  Tickets would then still need to be sold to pay for the hall etc. because only a certain capacity could be catered for.

3. Checklists and writing frames will depend on the criteria you wish students to meet.
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
