	3 - Use your data-processing skills to enter data, sort, search, and create printed reports using related tables. (EC)


	Print outs of the actual data tables, results of queries and reports. Make sure they are clearly labelled stating what the print outs are showing e.g. this is a sort of all students in a tap class sorted by surname.

Print outs and/or screen grabs of the queries structure and report designs.


	
	

	4 - Show you can check the accuracy of your data and keep backup copies of all files. (EC, FL)


	Annotated print outs showing errors in the data and then print outs of the corrected data.

Keep back up files - screen grab of A: drive or memory stick.
