PRESENTING INFORMATION – PRESENTATIONS
DUNHAM’S DANCE STUDIO
Dunham’s Dance Studio is a dance studio located in Birmingham.  They have been open for a while and have come to you for help as they need your ICT expertise.

DETAILS ABOUT THE DANCE STUDIO
The manager of the studio is named Margaret Dunham.  She has been teaching dancing for many years at a local school and has now set up business on her own. The types of dancing she and a couple of other teachers teach are:

· Tap

· Ballet

· Disco

· Contemporary

· Modern

The classes are categorised as beginners, intermediate, advanced, superior and just for fun!  In all classes students can take exams to achieve medals and progress through the levels.  

She holds classes every day from 1 pm to 9 pm except Sundays and she only does Saturday mornings 10 am to 1 pm.  Students have to book classes when they join and there is a small joining fee of £5.00 per year.  There are shows performed throughout the year.

TASKS

You should produce a multimedia presentation for Dunham’s Dance studio.  The audience are potential students and their parents/guardians.  Margaret Dunham is having an Open Weekend at the studio to show what the dance studio does and has achieved over recent years.  There will be still displays, dances on at certain times and various presentations.  

Margaret Dunham wants you to create two presentations for this Open Weekend.  The first one will be a rolling presentation in the foyer of the dance studio on a large screen.  The second one will be an interactive one in the main display area where potential students and their parents/guardians can select certain paths through to investigate specific aspects that the dance studio does.

1. Produce outline design plans of both of your presentations, and the paths through it for the interactive one. This can be achieved by producing a story board, tree diagram or a flow chart. An outline of the images, video and text to be used in the presentation should be indicated.

2. In your plans make sure you explain why you have selected the images, video and sounds for your presentation given the intended audience and message.

3. Construct your presentations using different multimedia components text, sound, image and video.

4. Print out and annotate your presentation explaining transitions etc.

5. Demonstrate your presentations to the teacher and get him/her to sign a witness statement.

6. Evaluate your presentation; identify the strengths and weaknesses in your presentation by looking back at your original brief looking at the intended audience and message. If possible improve the design of your presentation after obtaining feedback from an audience.

Teacher Notes

1. These tasks may vary depending on what you want the students to achieve for various syllabi.

2. If an alternative is required then the studio could be an exercise studio with different classes and exercises.  The tasks could stay the same as an exercise studio could feasibly have an open weekend as well.

3. Checklists and writing frames will depend on the criteria you wish students to meet.

4. If this is done after all the other vocational areas then they will have good knowledge of the studio and resources available to them.
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
