	List your files, videos and images to be used and reasons for choosing them. This can be typed up in a word processor.
	
	

	3 - Produce your own presentation using different multimedia components - text, graphics, sound, video. (EC)


	Print out your presentation in hand out form and annotate all relevant parts.
	
	

	4 - Use presentation techniques consistently throughout the multimedia presentation and explain why the presentation techniques was chosen. (EC)


	Print out your presentation in hand out form and annotate all relevant parts.
	
	

	5 - Improve the design of your presentation after obtaining feedback from an audience. (EC)
	Get a signed commentary from whoever has looked at your presentation.  Use this feedback to improve your presentation and print out the relevant parts to show your improvements.
	
	

	6 - Show you can work safely in an ICT environment and keep backup copies of all files. (EC, FL)


	Evidence of backup either screen grabs or signed witness statement.

	7 - Worked independently and/or effectively as a team. (EC)
	You have kept to deadlines set and worked well as a team. 
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
